Catalog Description:  "(Prerequisite: senior status; PSYC 490)  This seminar, designed for students with a major or minor in psychology, will entail critical reading, analysis, and discussion of selections from the seminal literature in psychology, including selected works of William James, Sigmund Freud, and B. F. Skinner.  Individual professors will choose additional readings on the basis of their interests and student preferences.  Spring only.)

Skinner, B. F.  (1976; originally published in 1948).  Walden two.  Englewood Cliffs, NJ:  Prentice Hall.





Freud, S. (1966; originally published in 1892).  Introductory lectures on psycho-analysis.  New York: Norton.





James, W. (1985; originally published in 1892).  Psychology:  The briefer course.  Notre Dame, IN:  University of Notre Dame Press.





Darwin, C. (1998; originally published in 1872).  The expression of the emotions in man and animals.  New York: Oxford University Press.  














Requirements of the course will include:


 


seminar attendance and participation; 


completion of reading assignments in preparation for seminar meetings; 


four six-page double-spaced papers due on February 24 (Skinner), March 17 (Freud), March 31 (James), and May 5 (Darwin);


provide 2 typed questions at the beginning of each class.  The questions should be reactions to the reading assignments, and should be designed to provoke discussion of the most relevant issues.





The assignments in preparation for seminar meetings will include reading and mastering all the information contained in the four texts listed above.  Students are expected to be prepared to discuss the factual content of these volumes, and to respond to questions posed by the instructor, which will form the basis for class discussions.  In addition, two students will be selected each week to co-facilitate the class discussion.

Attendance policy:  Each class missed must be approved by the instructor.  If classes are missed, a brief note explaining the reason for absence must be provided.  Unexcused absences can be “made-up” by writing a relevant six-page, double-spaced paper on a topic selected by mutual agreement between student and instructor.





Grading will be as follows:  Each paper counts 10 “points” (4 papers X 10 points = 40 points); attendance at each class, with appropriate participation, earns 2 points (15 classes X 2 points = 30 points); performance as co-facilitator counts 15 points; discussion questions count one point each class, or 15 points, for a total of 100 possible points.
