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Add a restriction to the Accounting and Accounting Information Systems (AIS) Majors information indicating that to receive a degree in Accounting or AIS, the student must earn at least a C in each of the two accounting principles courses (ACC 251 and ACC 252, or their equivalents).





Currently some students who do not demonstrate adequate mastery of basic accounting principles and techniques continue to take subsequent accounting courses to the detriment of all of the students in the subsequent courses.  By adding this requirement, the members of the Accounting Department hope that students earning less than a C will either select another major, or retake the accounting principles courses and achieve an adequate competency level in the material before continuing on to higher level accounting courses.











Some students who are either declared accounting or AIS majors, or are contemplating majoring in accounting or AIS may decide to major in something else.
