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Swap the positions in the Undergraduate Catalog Accounting Curriculum description of Acc 364 (Auditing) & Acc 461 (Cost Accounting).  Auditing will be listed for the fall of the senior year (currently spring of junior year) and Cost Accounting will be listed for the spring of the junior year (currently fall of the senior year).





This change will have the following benefits:


Allow more students to have accounting information systems either prior to, or concurrently with, auditing.


Will allow the department to more effectively deploy teaching resources.  


Currently, students in the accounting internship program take Cost Accounting in the spring of their junior year and postpone Auditing until the spring of their senior year. 

















It will allow the department to reduce the number of sections of Cost Accounting offered each year from 2 sections in the fall and 1 section in the spring, to 2 sections in the spring only.  At least one spring section of Cost Accounting is needed to accommodate accounting internship students.
