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1) Change Course Number to BIOL 104.





2) Change Course Title to Anatomy, Physiology, and Health.





3) Change Catalog Description to: A systems approach to understanding the components of the human body and their functions in health and wellness. Topics include structural and functional basis for understanding cardiovascular disease, osteoporosis, stress, metabolism and weight management, gastrointestinal disorders, and other health-related topics.
