Rationale
for
revision:

1) The course as currently described requiring BIOL 101 does not attract
students as it did when PSYC required the course. PSYC no longer
requires the course as a sequence with BIOL 101. Students are not
interested in locking into a BIOL sequence to satisfy GE Natural Science
requirements. 2) Students were requesting that I waive the perquisite so
they could take the course. 3) Since there is a call for more GE BIOL
courses and since there is general interest in this course, by eliminating
the prerequisite and incorporating necessary prerequisite material into the
course, rather than merely reviewing the material, the course will be
available to a greater number of interested individuals.
