Eeyason: requirements. This would benefit our students who often have trouble
fulfilling the 21 credit load for two reasons. First, since this is an

interdisciplinary program the offering of CSP-approved electives is
sometimes lean depending of course on departmental needs. Second,
some of the CSP-approved electives do not fulfill GE requirements,
making it more difficult for students to obtain the concentration in
addition to their various major, cognate and GE requirements.
