Addition of core courses in health education.


Align existing interdisciplinary courses to meet cognate, academic and professional course requirements.  





Developing curriculum to meet criteria for accreditation of undergraduate programs in Community Health Education based on Society for Public Health Education (SOPHE)/American Association of Health Education (AAHE) (2007) guidelines. 








New core courses will address the specificity needed to meet the areas of responsibility, competencies and sub-competencies for entry-level health educators as indicated by SOPHE and AAHE.  Currently, the core curriculum for CHED major includes interdisciplinary courses utilized in the curriculum for other majors in the Panuska College of Professional Studies (PCPS).    





Enrollment in courses will not affect the CAP for courses. 


Courses being included or replaced in CHED curriculum have been discussed with the respective department chair.   


In consultation with the Dean, Assistant Dean and Associate Dean for Academic Affairs, PCPS and the Department Chair for Exercise Science and Sport impact has been considered acceptable.    





A new faculty hire for Academic Year 2008-2009 has been approved to support core health education courses as well as other needs within the Exercise Science and Sport Department.  Adjunct faculty is in place within PCPS to sufficiently support CHED curriculum revisions.
