DESCRIPTIVE TITLE:                            Elementary Chinese II

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course will provide students the opportunity to further their skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing Chinese. It will also present students with information on various aspects of Chinese culture. 
OBJECTIVES:  

This course will meet the ACTFL Standards for foreign Language Learning, which target five areas: (1) Communication, (2) Culture, (3) Connections, (4) Comparisons, and (5) Communities. Students will gain listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in standard (Mandarin) Chinese.

1.Attendance.

 According to Department policy,  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1more than 3 (three) undocumented absences may result in a failing grade. Since contact hours in learning a foreign language are so limited and necessary to develop language proficiency, only excused absences are allowed. Each unexcused absence will result in lowering attendance grade by 10%. Each tardy arrival will result in lowering your attendance grade by 5%. Each class requires thought and preparation and is important to your success in learning Chinese. Students are encouraged to be most conscientious about attendance, promptness and class preparation.

 Important Note: Students with perfect attendance may drop lowest quiz or test.

2.Oral assignments. Students have opportunities to develop conversation skills in a variety of ways. Originality and creativity are encouraged.

Assignments are graded 1-10.i.e. content 4pts, accuracy 3 pts, pronunciation 2 pts, fluency 1pt.

3. Written assignments. Students write short paragraphs on personal or cultural themes. Keep all writing assignments for the semester in a thin folder marked journal. Overall grade at the end of the semester may improve if consistent effort and progress in writing are noted. Homework is regularly collected from the class. 

Quizzes or tests:

Student will take quizzes or tests which include sections of grammar, reading, writing and listening at the end of each chapter.

Oral test/Interview:  Students will take an oral test of 15 minutes by the end of the semester. Or students can choose an alternate to videotape an interview with a native speaker. Videotaped interviews must be at least 15 minutes in length and have attached a complete written transcript of the interview both in Chinese characters and Pinyin. Insightful questions are encouraged. Be ready to play your segments selected by yourselves of the interviews during the last two classes. To qualify students must hand in written interview questions to be approved by instructor at least 2 weeks prior to the videotaping.

Cultural Project: At the end of the term each pair of students will turn in a project which reflects the perspective of the Chinese culture. Students need to come to the instructor for approval to allow them to proceed with the project at least 4 weeks prior to the due date.
