To required in the third year.





This change is necessary to meet national accreditation standards for the Council for Standards for Human Services Education (CSHSE) program.  It will insure that all CHS students are introduced to the content required in the human services profession.





While the impact is minimal, it is important.  In our third year students have 9 credits of CHS electives to take (3 credits in Rehabilitation Concentration).  This will be reduced to 6 credits for CHS majors (0 credits for Rehabilitation Concentration), while keeping overall program to 131 credits.
