Purpose
The purpose of this course is to examine the development of boys and men. The course will be designed around specific themes that define masculinity. The course will examine various issues that men confront over the course of their lives. How definitions of masculinity are socially constructed within a social historical perspective will be studied. The course will also examine the impact of culture on boys, and the needs of boys as a result of that impact. The role of the counselor in working with boys and men will be explored.

Procedures 
The primary instructional methods to be employed in this course will be lecture, group discussion, readings, non-print media, and experiential exercises.

Course Objectives

The students will be expected to:

1. Develop a professional/ personal definition of masculinity.

2. Explain the various cultural assumptions, values, and limitations concerning men and boys.
3. Will discuss the developmental needs of boys and men.

4. Will demonstrate understanding of the various roles and expectations of men.

5. Will discuss the evolving definition of “masculine”.

6. Will compare the roles of women and men.

Assignments:

Interview paper: 15pts

You will interview two males.  One will be someone close to you; father, uncle, brother, friend, etc… The other will be a trusted acquaintance such as a professor, colleague, or friend.  The two people should be from different generations.  The objective of the interview is to get a sense of what this person thinks it is to be a male.  Get an understanding of their gender roles in terms of family and society, perspectives on masculinity, challenges unique to males throughout their lifetime, and any other information that will aid in your quest to decide “what is a man?” Questions will be developed in class for your interview.  

This is meant to be a learning experience to broaden your understanding of the male gender.  There is no set format for the paper.  It is a reaction paper.  Take special notice of the different answers the two men give you relevant to their comfort level with you and image they are trying to convey.  Do you feel they were trying to portray a certain image, i.e. tough guy role, caring family person, highly intelligent, successful, etc…?  Also, pay close attention to the differences between generations.  Make sure to ask the question “What do you value?” and include it in your paper.  How do these interviews impact your definition of what is a man? Allow yourself to delve into the mind frame of this person and the gender as a whole. The paper should be 5 – 8 pages.  The paper is due on February 27th.    

Popular Media Review: 10pts 

You will have to write a short paper in response to a popular media source.  The media resource should be pre-approved by the professor.  This media reflection should include references to readings and your perspectives on masculinity.  Possible media sources include, but are not limited to television shows, movies, newspaper articles, magazines, and music videos.  The paper should be 3-5 pages in length.  This paper is due by March 27th.

Presentation: 10pts

You will give a short presentation on your popular media review in front of the class.  The presentation should include a visible form of your source.  This means that you will show a short clip of your movie or television show or have a copy of any printed media.  Your discussion should cover important ideas from your paper about how the media source relates to your ideas of masculinity.  The presentation should last 10 minutes.  It will be scheduled in class for either April 3rd or April 10th.         
Reflection Papers: Three @ 5pts each

You will be required to write three separate reaction papers throughout the semester.  They can be in response to guest speakers, videos from class, Lost Boys, or pre-approved community events.  Each paper should be approximately 2-3 pages and focused on our learning objectives for the class.  Each paper is due the class period following the topic. 

Final Paper: 20pts
The final paper in this class will be a research paper.  You will be able to do it on a topic of your choice.  The topic should be pre-approved by the professor.  Topics can be on an issue covered in class or something related to the class that was not covered.  This paper should include references from both the resources used throughout the semester and outside sources.  All references should have proper citations.  The paper will be written in APA format.  The paper should be 8-10 pages and is due on May 1st.  

Final Exam: 20pts

There will be a final exam scheduled during finals week.  The tentative date for this is May 15th.  The format of the exam will be discussed in greater detail as the date approaches.

Participation: 10pts
A majority of this class will be based on large and small group discussion.  This learning style is best accomplished with full participation from the class.  Attendance is required to participate in class.  Certain exceptions can be made on an individual basis.
