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INTERDISCIPLINARY HUMANITIES (CI)

Prefatory Statement:

The Humanities area is the only part of the University’s General Education Curriculum that has been sub-divided into distinct topic areas (Art & Music, Foreign Languages, History, Literature, Theatre).  In recent years, the university has sought in various ways to promote interdisciplinary courses & programs, but this partitioned section of the General Education Curriculum seems at times to have impeded that effort.  The articulation of an Interdisciplinary Humanities standard is intended simply to remove that impediment without changing any existing Humanities requirements in any way. 

Goal 1:

Students will meet all goals & objectives articulated in AT LEAST TWO of the five distinct Humanities areas (Art & Music, Foreign Languages, History, Literature, Theatre) currently included in the University’s General Education curriculum. 

Goal 2:

Students will read, view, or listen to materials exploring the relationship(s) between the different Humanities disciplines included in the course.

Goal 3:

Students will write about &/or take examinations covering the relationship(s) between the different Humanities disciplines included in the course.
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The CCC recommends that a new designation for general education humanities courses be incorporated 	into the existing list of designations which, in the present version, includes:  Art and Music (CA), Foreign Languages (CF), History (CH), and Literature (CL). 


Criteria for a CI designation may be found on the last page of this document. 





The new designation is intended to accommodate interdisciplinary courses which bridge these traditional classifications. This new category will be designated: Humanities – Interdisciplinary (CI).








A course designated CI would count toward the humanities requirement. 


 The CCC  recommends that students be permitted to take up to two CI- designated courses (6 credits) for GE humanities credit.  But students may not count CI courses for the “depth requirement”.  That is, the present policy which requires students to take 6 credits in either history (CH), literature (CL) or foreign languages (CF) will remain in effect. 














The proposal is intended to encourage development of interdisciplinary courses, and collaboration among faculty where this interest exists.  Although there may be some support available for these collaborations, the support is expected to be modest and to have no impact on existing programs.
