	The purpose of this collaborative Community Counseling Master’s of Science program with our sister Jesuit university, Universidad Iberoamerican (UIA) in Mexico City was to prepare bilingual culturally-sensitive counseling professionals. The collaborative program was initiated in 2004. We have not had any students participate in this program from the University of Scranton. There have been some students from Ibero participating in the program and studying at the University of Scranton. We would like to continue our relationship with UIA through a study abroad format. 














    Our Master’s of Science Program in Community Counseling is a strong and well-developed nationally accredited program. The purpose of this program is to prepare professional counselors for direct entry into and/or advancement in counseling-related positions in private and public human services organizations and systems. It is anticipated that students pursuing this Master’s degree could become bilingual culturally-sensitive counseling professionals through intentional selection of their six elective credits in the program plus additional language courses, which are beyond the scope of the Master’s Degree in Community Counseling. 


     We would encourage the development of a special topics course on counseling diverse populations which would build on our current required Social and Cultural Foundations course.
