Before the vote of the Graduate Dean’s Conference scheduled for November 28, 2000, the following proposal for a course title and number change is submitted for posting on the University’s Curriculum Bulletin Board.

It is proposed that one section of the course COUN 507: Career and Lifestyle Development [School Counseling only] be offered under a new title and course number, and with the following revised course description:

COUN 535: Career Development in the Schools

Description:  Aspects of academic and career choice and adjustment will be presented and major theories of career choice and development will be reviewed.  Emphasis is placed upon the knowledge, skills, and resources for facilitating career development throughout the K-12 school experience.  Career education, computerized information systems, and other interventions that assist all students in educational and career decision-making and the resolution of barriers to academic, career and life success will be reviewed.  The course focus on career interventions emphasizes the role of the school counselor as advocate for the achievement and career success of all students.

The rationale for this change is pretty straightforward.  It will bring us into more clear compliancef with recommendations of The Education Trust Initiative in School Counseling.  The changes also clarify exactly what is covered in the course and what is appropriate for School Counseling students in their professional preparation.

This proposal comes forward with the full support of the Department of Counseling and Human Services.
