Degree requirements for a B.S. in Health Science.

The B.S. in Health Science is a degree designed with three tracks. 

· Students enrolled in and who complete all undergraduate requirements in physical therapy will receive a “Bachelor of Health Science (PT)” degree.  (See PT requirements.)

· Students enrolled in and who complete all undergraduate requirements in occupational therapy will receive a “Bachelor of Health Science (OT)” degree. (See OT requirements.)

· Students enrolled in the generic Health Science degree will select courses within the major and cognate which meet their individual educational and career goals.

Major requirements: The student must complete 42-44 credits from those courses offered by the Health Science  majors.  Those majors include Physical Therapy, Occupational Therapy, Nursing, Exercise Science, Human Services and Health Administration.  Courses may be taken from within several of the disciplines, however at least 15 credits must be in course work from the same major.  The correct prerequisites must be met for all courses.  Some courses may require permission of the department in order to register.

Cognate: The student must complete 32 credits in the Cognate area.  A minimum of 8 credits must be from the Natural Sciences (E) and the remaining credits may be either Natural or Social Behavioral Sciences.
