	This course describes school counselor trainees being placed in an elementary school counseling department. The internship experience requires 600 clock hours of supervised experience. Students are expected to participate in the wide range of school counselor activities typical of contemporary school counseling ASCA National Model. 


In order to most efficiently offer Internship courses for the School Counseling Master of Science degree, we have been offering “combined section courses”, where students in the elementary school counseling and secondary school counseling specialization are in the same course. Sometimes this is necessary in order to offer fewer courses. Thus, it is not necessary for the students’ curricular experience to have a separate course. In addition, there is the potential for students to pursue both Elementary School Counseling and Secondary School Counseling certification. If a student pursues dual-certification requirements, the Pennsylvania Department of Education requires a 300 hour elementary and a 300 hour secondary internship. We do not want them to have an “elementary course” title which was truly offered as a K-12 course.
