Curriculum Proposal Signature Sheet





The Department of Physical Therapy Faculty has met several times to discuss the proposed DPT curriculum. As a result, several changes to the original proposal are being requested. In theory, splitting semesters between coursework on campus and clinical internships at remote sites appears to be an ideal way to integrate coursework with clinical internships. In reality, the majority of department faculty feels that this would be difficult to organize and manage. Students would be coming and going in the middle of semesters. The department chair, in discussions with the Deans of the Panuska College of Professional Services and the Graduate School, along with representatives of the Office of Student Life has come to the conclusion that keeping this arrangement could impose an additional financial burden on students with regard to travel and housing for both university and clinical locations. In addition, the majority of faculty indicated they would prefer not to have their schedules dramatically changed half way through every semester. The proposed change would require students to complete Internship I during the summer between the 1st and 2nd years, complete Internship II during the summer between the 2nd and 3rd years, and final internships during the last semester in the program. 





Several changes are being proposed to the Doctor of Physical Therapy Program. This program, although approved in the past by the Faculty Senate, has not yet begun. The changes being proposed are part of the “fine tuning” process that we expected to take place before the program was actually offered. These changes are being proposed for the DPT (Doctor of Physical Therapy), not the t-DPT (Transition Doctor of Physical Therapy) which has been up and running for some time.  





The original DPT proposal included two semesters that were split between academic coursework and clinical internships. This revision proposes to eliminate the split semesters by moving Clinical Internship I to the summer between the 1st and 2nd years of the DPT.  Clinical Internship II will be moved to the summer between the 2nd and 3rd year.  The fall semester of the 3rd year will be entirely coursework and the final spring semester will be entirely Clinical Internships.
