The Early Childhood Education Graduate program as it currently exists will no longer be offered in the Education Department as it leads to a PA teacher certification that will no longer exist after 31 December 2012.  The courses in the current Early Childhood Education program will continue to exist in F’11, I’12, S’12, SS’12, and F’12 so that students currently enrolled in the program may complete the program by 31 December 2012.  





The Education Department is engaged in a thoughtful and deliberate discussion about the quality and rigor wanted in its graduate programs.  Concurrent with this process, the Education Department is revising its graduate programs to meet PDE criteria for PA teacher certification that will be in effect beginning 01 January 2013.  





Please note that this is a request to delete the Early Childhood Education Graduate program as it currently exists - ONLY.  It is not a request to delete the graduate courses that comprise the program.  Some of the courses, such as EFND 506 Educational Research and Statistics, are foundational courses that are used in other Education Department graduate programs.  As the Education Department completes its thoughtful and deliberate discussion and designs new programs to meet the PA teacher certifications of 01 January 2013, many courses that are in the current Early Childhood Education program will be revised to meet the PDE competencies needed for PA PreK-4 teacher certification beginning 1 January 2013.  At that time, course revision proposals for those courses will be submitted to support the new programs, and course deletion proposals will be submitted for graduate courses no longer needed.
