Course Description: This course is designed to explore methods for integrating all areas of an early childhood curriculum.  A thematic integrated curriculum that invites children to become involved in a variety of creative activities and learning situations will be stressed.

Course Objectives:

Participants will:

1. demonstrate knowledge of appropriate learning environments for fostering learning, discovery, and creativity in children from birth through age 8.

2. identify effective guidance principles and classroom management techniques for early childhood education.

3. recognize the importance of scheduling and transitioning between activities in early childhood education.

4. apply tenets of an emergent literacy perspective, including knowledge of the reading and writing processes and quality children’s literature, to curriculum planning.

5. define the values of play in all areas of development.

6. design developmentally and culturally appropriate instructional activities for enhancing learning in an integrated curriculum.

7. recognize the importance of quality children’s literature in the language development of young children.

8. apply principles of developmentally appropriate practice while maintaining an environment free of gender, race, age, ethnic, religious, and other biases.

9. utilize a field-site experience as a means to integrate and internalize course concepts and objectives.

Course Requirements:

Each participant must:

1. read recommended selected readings and/or content-related articles in peer-reviewed professional ECE journals, and submit reflection papers as due. (10%) 

2. attend each scheduled class, display an appropriate professional attitude, and participate actively in discussions and activities. (10%)

3. write/present reports as specified in the Assignment Guidelines (30%)  

4. design a thematic unit plan that integrates all areas of the curriculum. (35%)

5. participate at a field-site for ten (10) hours in an early childhood program. (15%)

Attendance/Participation Policy:  Attendance, and promptness, is expected at all class meetings.  Students are responsible for all material presented and announcements made during any class period.  Student disposition is closely monitored as outlined in the Non-academic Behavior Standards found in the Education Department’s Graduate Student Handbook. 

Assignment Policy.  Unless previously arranged with the instructor, assignments are due on the date specified for full credit.

Assignments must be typed, neat, well-organized, and articulate.  Students are advised to pay close attention to technical quality (spelling, punctuation, word usage, and sentence structure) in all written assignments.

Handwritten assignments or communication must be neat and conform to Modern Manuscript or D’Nealian style of writing.  Mixing cursive letters with manuscript letters, and inappropriate use of capital letters is not acceptable.

These EECE courses set a foundation in Early Childhood Education making the content of Integrated Methods more meaningful.





This course is designed to explore developmentally and culturally appropriate methods for creating a preschool environment that invites young children to discover learning through a differentiated, creative, and integrated curriculum.  An observation component is part of the course expectation.





EDUC 357 Integrated Early Childhood Education Methods (0-5yo) is offered to Undergraduate Elementary Education/Early Childhood Education dual majors.





The proposed course is analog to the undergraduate course.  It is designed for graduate students in Option II of the Early Childhood Master’s Program who already have certification in Elementary Education, thereby, already having methods courses in K-6.

This course is designed for Graduate students in Option II or Option III of the Early Childhood Education Master’s Program.  In Option II, it can be used as an Elective because students would have had an analog of this course in their Undergraduate Elementary Education program.  In Option III, it is a requirement because students need ECE methods in Language Arts, Social Studies, and Expressive Arts in order to become certified in ECE.





These EECE courses set a foundation in Early Childhood Education making the content of Integrated Methods more meaningful.








This course provides developmentally and culturally appropriate strategies necessary for instructional sequences which integrate language arts, expressive arts, and social studies content and experiences for young learners.  Additional content informs students how planning, time scheduling, and classroom management contribute to an effective ECE learning environment.  On-site experience may be required.





EDUC 356 Integrated Methods: Early Childhood Education Social Studies/Language/Expressive Arts is a requirement for Undergraduate Early Childhood Education majors seeking initial certification.





The proposed course is analog to the undergraduate course.  It is designed for graduate students in Option III of the Early Childhood Master’s Program who need ECE methods courses for initial certification.

This course is designed as an elective course for Graduate students in Options I, II, or Option III of the Early Childhood Education Master’s Program.  Many Early Childhood Educators who hold a Master’s Degree become Directors in an Early Childhood setting, or they opt to begin their own preschool.  This course is designed to address the organizational and managerial aspects of operating a school as per PDE regulations.








EECE 501, The Early Childhood Professional, may be a co- or pre-requisite.  It provides the Early Childhood Educator with a foundation of the profession that is necessary to understanding how to organize and manage a preschool.





An introduction to the range of administrative demands in different types of early childhood (0-8YO) programs.  Topics include: starting a new program or maintaining and developing existing programs, facilities management, budget development, personnel management, interpersonal communication, and more.





EECE 5XX, Administering an Early Childhood Program, is one course that addresses similar content as the many courses that comprise the Supervision program.  Its emphasis; however, is on administering a preschool program. 





Topics covered, e.g., facilities management, budget development, personnel management, interpersonal communication, may overlap; however, the focus on preschool makes the focus qualitatively different.

EECE 5XX Working with Infants and Toddlers provides the master teacher with specialized training in working with infants and toddlers. 





EECE 501, The Early Childhood Professional, may be a co- or pre-requisite.  It provides the Early Childhood Educator with a foundation of the profession that is necessary when working with infants and toddlers and their families.








This course will focus on young children ages birth to three. Development, care, planning


and programming as well as methods for working with very young children will be

EECE 501, The Early Childhood Professional, may be a co- or pre-requisite.  It provides the Early Childhood Educator with a foundation of the profession that is necessary when working with young children with special needs.








The course will introduce the student to the field of early childhood special education. 


Emphasis will be put on the theory and models of assessment and intervention for young 


children and their families. The concepts of teaming, family-centered intervention, 


embedding naturalistic instructional in daily routines will be emphasized.
