The Early Childhood Education/Special Education Curriculum is replaced by the Early & Primary Teacher Education Curriculum as approved by the Faculty Senate on 17 April 2009.  The Early Childhood Education/Special Education Curriculum will not be offered as an available curriculum to students entering the Education Department beginning in Fall 2009. 





The students currently enrolled in the Early Childhood Education/Special Education Curriculum will remain in this program of studies.  Education courses required for the students to complete the program will be offered until Spring 2012, the year of graduation for the class of 2008.





The General Education requirements in the Early Childhood Education/Special Education Curriculum are the same as those in the Early & Primary Teacher Education Program.





The retirement of the Early Childhood Education/Special Education Curriculum allows for the implementation of the Early & Primary Teacher Education Curriculum which contains a Professional Core of 60 credits in five core areas: (1) Development, Cognition, and Learning; (2) Subject Matter Content and Pedagogy; (3) Observation, Documentation and Assessment; (4) Family and Community Relationships; and (5) Professionalism.  The new professional core curriculum meets requirements of the National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC), the PA Code 22, Chapter 354 Rules and Regulations and Chapter 49 Certification of Professional Personnel, sections 49.1 and 49-2 in particular.
