The proposed program is a blended program of Early Childhood Education and Special Education.  It is a dual major that leads to teacher certification in Early Childhood Education and Special Education.  It contains at least 3 credit hours addressing the English Language Learner.  New courses in the proposed revised ECE program are included in the revision proposals for Elementary Education and Special Education. 





  The revision is prompted by: (1) revisions to NAEYC accreditation criteria that encourages blended programs; (2) contemporary legal issues, i.e., the Gaskins Case, No Child Left Behind; (3) impending teacher certification revision from the Pennsylvania Department of Education.








This is a major revision to the Early Childhood Education curriculum as it now stands.  The basic 5 Early Childhood courses remain; however, only two courses are specifically for Early Childhood majors.  Assessment in ECE is omitted, its content integrated into a new course, Interdisciplinary Assessment.  Development of the Early Learner and Family & Community Relations appear in the revised Elementary and Special Education programs.  





Other departments possibly affected are Philosophy, Psychology, and Nursing, as ED/P 306, Psych 221, and Nursing 100 are no longer required courses.
