The proposed program revision focuses teacher training on Early Care and Education, particularly Preschool through the primary grades and Grade 4, or ages 0-9.  As per Guidelines promulgated by the Pennsylvania Department of Education in May 2008, the revised program contains a Professional Core of 60 credits in five core areas: (1) Development, Cognition, and Learning; (2) Subject Matter Content and Pedagogy; (3) Observation, Documentation and Assessment; (4) Family and Community Relationships; and (5) Professionalism.  It includes 190 hours of Field Experiences prior to the traditional 12-week capstone Student Teaching experience.  It aligns course objectives with teacher competencies set forth in the PDE PreK-4 Guidelines, as well as in the Guidelines for Special Education and English-Language-Learners.  The proposed revised program contains five (5) new Education courses; thirteen (13) Education courses that are revised by course number, title, or catalog description; and six (6) Education courses that are unchanged in title, number, and catalog description.  General Education courses remained unchanged from the current Early Childhood Education/Elementary Education program, except for a course title change for ECO 410 from Economics for Educators to Economic Concepts & Applications.  As with the current program, the proposed revised program meets requirements of the National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC), the PA Code 22, Chapter 354 Rules and Regulations and Chapter 49 Certification of Professional Personnel, sections 49.1 and 49-2 in particular.








The rationale for the program revision is guided by ongoing research describing that: (a) early experiences affect the development of the brain and lay the foundation for intelligence, emotional health, and moral development; (b) healthy early development depends on nurturing and dependable relationships; (c) how young children feel is as important as how they think, particularly with regard to school readiness; and, (d) today’s PreK-4 teachers must be prepared to serve and to value a diverse group of young children and families in a variety of educational settings.  The knowledge, skills, experiences, and competencies embedded in the proposed PreK-4 program prepare students to deliver high-quality Early Care and Education to young children and their families.    





For the last six years, Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) implemented several initiatives in Early Care and Education.  Some initiatives are: all-day Kindergarten, publicly-funded preschools, and the reorganization of the Regional Keys under the Office of Child Development and Early Learning (OCDEL).  Effective 2013, PDE is eliminating its current K-6 teacher certification and replacing it with two separate teacher certificates: PreK-4, and Grades 4-8.  





The proposed PreK-4 program contains courses with objectives focused specifically on the early care and education of young children, ages 0-9.  The number of Education courses increased from 39 credits to a Five-Area Professional Core of 60 credits.  The number of field experiences increased to 190 hours prior to student teaching.  Three courses, or 9-credits, meet Special Education competencies, and a 3-credit course meets ELL competencies.      





All General Education courses remain the same as in the current Early Childhood Education/Elementary Education program.





With the particular focus on Early Care and Education, an increase in the number of professors with deep knowledge and expertise in Early Childhood Education is requested.


With the vast increase of field experience hours, therefore: placements, an Assistant Field Director position is requested.
