The Education Department requests Exceptional Lives be designated a Social/Behavioral Science (S) course that will meet the General Education Requirement for Social/Behavioral Science.








The goal of the social/behavioral general education requirement is to give students a basic understanding of the factors shaping human behavior and the variety of methodological approaches employed in gaining such an understanding. In the course Exceptional Lives students study the development of normal and abnormal behavior in order to understand the difference between students with disabilities and without disabilities. Students study the development and characteristics of a variety of student subcultures including mental, physical, and emotional disabilities and giftedness. Students articulate an understanding of the exceptional child and demonstrate their knowledge of systems for classifying exceptionality and the impact of these exceptionalities on individual behavior throughout their lifespan. Students will be introduced to the historical foundations of disability and the laws that protect their rights. Students will investigate controversies pertaining to diagnosis of disability, especially the emotional /behavioral disorders. The student will research, write, and present a research paper dealing with evidence based strategies in educating children with disabilities including children with social/behavioral disabilities. The student will describe how individual cultures view disability, especially social/behavior disorders.
