Course Requirements/Expectations:

1. Attendance.  Students are expected to attend class.  If you accumulate more than 3 absences, three percent will be deducted from your final grade for every day of class you miss.  If you miss class, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed.  You will also be responsible for all announcements and/or changes made to the course syllabus for the class you miss.  

2. Class Participation.  Students should read the assigned pages prior to class and be prepared to discuss the contents (please bring books to class).  Much of the course will be taught in a “student-centered” fashion.  Success of the class can depend on the quality of each student’s participation.  Student questions, comments, and input are encouraged.  Further, if the student has offered effective insight and participation to the extent that the teacher can believe the student has critically considered the class material and has thought about its application to an extent greater than the students exam scores indicated, and if the student earns a final score close to a higher grade, the student may be considered for a higher grade.  (Please notice: The grade item on student participation is not to encourage idle or haphazard student talk, but is a way to let a bright and capable student out of a test bind, if or when it is evident to the teacher tat a particular student is demonstratively more capable than his/her test scores reflect.  This is not a frequent occurrence.  Unprofessional conduct, such as walking in late to class and failing to be productive in in-class learning activities may result in a grade reduction.

3. Make-ups.
Make-up exams will only be permitted in the most exceptional circumstances (e.g., illness, family emergency) and you may be asked to provide appropriate verification.  You must notify me as soon as possible if you must miss an exam.  In all cases, you must contact me before the date of the exam.  If you cannot reach me, you can leave a message.  

4. Late work.
Work which is handed in late will be penalized 20% of the total points possible per day unless exceptional circumstances are involved.

5. Incompletes. Incompletes will not be given except under extremely unusual circumstances.  If you feel that it is necessary for you to take an incomplete, you must request it in writing before the last exam.

6. Academic integrity. Cheating, plagiarism (submitting another person’s materials as one’s own), or doing work for another person which will receive academic credit are all impermissible and will result in a grade of 0 for the exam or assignment and will be reported to the academic dean’s office.  This includes the use of unauthorized books, notebooks, or other sources in order to secure or give help during an examination, the unauthorized copying of examinations, assignments, reports, or term papers, or the presentation of unacknowledged materials as if it were the student’s own work. 

7. Students with special needs. Students with special needs are invited to contact me to discuss special arrangements that may be needed to facilitate successful completion of this course.  Students need to contact me within two weeks of the start date of class.  It is also essential that students with disabilities register with the Office of Equity and Diversity (570-941-6645) for any disability-related accommodations and/or support services.
Grading:

Mid-Term Exam / Final Exam
There will be a mid-term exam and a final exam.  The mid-term exam will cover material presented and text readings from the beginning to the mid point of the semester.  The final exam will cover material presented from the entire semester.  The final exam will require students to develop and respond to higher level questions regarding linking course content to other coursework and practical application of course content.  The examinations will each be worth 160 points and will consist of short answer and essay questions.  Questions on the exams will be taken from learning objectives given throughout the semester as well as lecture, question/answer, discussion, handouts, and text.  

2.
Intelligence, Learning, and Motivation Project
The first part of this project requires you to compare and contrast the different theories of intelligence and discuss the significance of debates on the origins of intelligence.  A second component of this project involves comparing and contrasting cognitive and behavioral theories of learning.  When discussing learning, students should identify the value of strategies for creating a community of learners, including the development of self-regulation, classroom behavior management strategies, and motivation strategies.  Third, you should define motivation, analyze factors that affect motivation and discuss ways that teachers can enhance their student’s motivation. When writing this paper, students should apply principles in social competence, social withdrawal, and social roles.  Your paper should be typed, double-spaced, APA style, and between 5-7 pages in length.  This assignment is worth 39 points.
3.
Diverse Classroom Interventions
The purpose of this assignment is for you to discuss the impact of diversity on educational opportunity and design multicultural classroom interventions based on major developmental tenets which facilitate active learning.  Explain the behaviors and thought processes of preschool through secondary school-aged children in relation to three of the major theorists in development and learning.  In doing so, you must identify and define six major developmental tenets (two from each of the theorists you have chosen).  You must  also identify and discuss three factors which may place such preschool through secondary school-aged children at risk and design age appropriate classroom interventions based on the major developmental tenets AS WELL AS the risk factors identified.  One of the risk factors must be students with special learning needs and therefore you should discuss how patterns of typical developmental milestones may differ in students with disabilities.  One of your interventions must focus on ways you can assist students with disabilities to learn, attend, and make decisions in the classroom.  This assignment is worth 21 points.
4.
Analysis of Lesson Plan

Students will be required to select a lesson plan that has already been written and analyze the quality of the lesson plan to determine if it aligns with theories we have studies on information processing, memory and attention, developmental patterns, and interventions that support learning.  Students will enhance the lesson plan by adapting it to ensure that it aligns in the preceding areas identified.  
5.
Designing an Assessment


Choose any subject matter.  To assess that topic, design either an authentic assessment including standards, one or more tasks, criteria, and a rubric OR a traditional assessment with at least ten items.  In addition to presenting the assessment, you are asked to provide a list of the standard or standards the assessment is designed to assess, including at least one process standard (in the case of an authentic assessment); a rationale for each part or item in the assessment, using course concepts to support your rationale; and an evaluation of your assessment:  Is it a good measure? Be sure to discuss how you will plan, implement and adapt your assessment for all children, including those who are developmentally, culturally, and linguistically challenged.   This assignment is worth 33 points.

6.
Assessment Research Paper  

Students will be required to identify critical elements of and the purpose of the following assessments: performance based, screening, diagnostic, benchmark, formative, and summative.  Students will also articulate differences between achievement tests, aptitude tests, and observational data.  Assessment used for diagnostic purposes of students with disabilities will be discussed in conjunction with the overrepresentation of minorities in special education.  Students will also be required to demonstrate an understanding of ethical practice for assessment.

7.
Case Studies on the Message Board                                                                     You will be required to review cases that profile actual problem situations encountered by beginning and experienced teachers. The cases place special emphasis on learning and instruction, as well as motivation and classroom management; cultural diversity; human development; and measurement and evaluation. You will be required to read the case study and respond to one of the discussion questions which follow it.  Additionally, you must also read and respond to the postings of TWO of your classmates in each message board.  The purpose of this is to promote a threaded discussion, similar to that which would be held in class discussion.  Participation in the discussion boards are mandatory.  Case study reflections will only be accepted via angel postings and will not be accepted without corresponding responses to TWO classmates, therefore in order to receive credit for these six assignments, you must post and respond on blackboard.  Each message board is worth 6 points – 4 points for your initial responses to the posed questions/issues and 2 points for your comments on your peers’ responses.  The message boards (6 total) are worth 36 points.  There is no grading rubric for the message boards – you will receive credit for all postings which are reflective, as this is a subjective and reflective exercise.  
8.
Developmental Brochure                                                                                            Each student will develop a brochure/pamphlet of professional quality suitable for parents and other non-professional persons. When completing the brochure students should effectively apply the principles and theories of child development, PreK-4 education policy and theory including the experiences children need to prepare them to learn.  The project should reflect and explain the developmental theories studied for the age children whom the prospective teacher plans to teach. When appropriate, the brochure/pamphlet should include the subject area of specialization.  Characteristics, behaviors, approaches for teaching, suggestions for learning, problematic interventions, and examples should be included for five of the distinct areas studied in the class.  For example from the following areas: cognitive development, psychosocial development, moral development, behavioral learning, cognitive learning, motivation, classroom management, and teaching children responsibility.  A variety of formats will be acceptable with the exception of standard report/research paper format.  A portion of the grade will be determined by the professional quality of the work produced. This brochure/pamphlet should encompass the entire course up to the date the project is due. The student is to work on his/her brochure as each topic is discussed (Cochran, 2008).

This proposal will result in a broader listing of educational psychology in the catalog.  The broader listing will allow for seminar topics drawn from behavioral theory and developmental theory.  This revision will also include objectives that account for accommodations and adaptations for students with disabilities in an inclusive setting.  (The current EDUC 222 does not include behavioral theory or developmental theory and does not include course content that accounts for accommodations and adaptations for students with disabilities in an inclusive setting.)
