There is an overlap in grade certifications between the 4-8 and 7-12 programs. EDUC 223 will address these common areas, providing teacher candidates in both programs with a sound knowledge of relevant topics at both ends of the developmental spectrum. 





EDUC 223 is currently listed as Educational Psychology, Grades 4-8. The course title and course description will be revised to include grades 9-12.





New course description: This course examines the psychological basis of teaching strategies, classroom environment, learning, motivation, behavior, reinforcement, developmental theory and assessment for students, grades 4-12. It includes an overview of the diagnostic categories of special needs students as well as cognitive skill development to ensure achievement of students with disabilities.
