Dispositions:


Student dispositions are monitored in each course.  Students are advised to review the Professional Dispositions Policy outlined in the Education Department Student Handbook.

ADA Statement:


Students with disabilities, either permanent or temporary, or any other special circumstances, which might affect their ability to perform in this class, are invited to inform the instructor.  Students must notify the instructor within the first week of classes to arrange for accommodations as needed to provide equitable participation.

Course Requirements:
1. Attendance/Participation - Each student will attend all classes and actively participate in classroom discussion and activities.  Each student may miss no more than two classes and will abide by the requirements set forth in the Attendance Contract.

Clearances - Each student will have current clearances no later than the third class meeting.  The following are required: FBI Fingerprint Clearance, Pennsylvania Child Abuse Clearance, and Pennsylvania State Criminal Record Clearance.

2. Observation/Tutoring - Each student will accumulate five hours of classroom observation and fifteen hours of assisted instruction/tutoring provided to a student assigned by the cooperating teacher.  Each student will submit a Log sheet at the mid-point of the semester with a minimum of five hours accumulated and a final log sheet at the end of the semester with the remaining completed hours.
3. Standards Project - Each student will complete a standards project analyzing the standards as they relate to curriculum, instruction, and assessment.

4. Self-Analysis - Each student will prepare a reflective paper (3 – 4 double spaced pages) analyzing him/herself in terms of the skills required to become a competent teacher 
5. Tutorial Report Packet - Each student will maintain and submit a log detailing observational and tutoring experiences which will include:

a. Completion of an Error-Analysis of the students work (*To be completed prior to beginning the assisted instruction)

b. An ongoing written Instructional Plan (*Must include written Objectives; to be completed with the cooperation of the classroom teacher)

c. A Final Report that will include:

· Your Error-Analysis and its impact on his/her performance in class

· Your Instructional Plan
· A discussion of how these objectives are related to that particular grade level, subject matter and the Pennsylvania State Standards

· A discussion of the differentiated strategies you employed in the tutorial sessions and your reasons for choosing these strategies

· An analysis of the effectiveness of your strategies when implemented with your Tutee


Note on Course attendance
Given the importance of field in which enrollment has resulted in a carefully planned field-based mentorship assignment, participation implies a high level of trust.  Therefore, should more than two laboratory days be missed, or in the event that any single school-based appointment is missed, a course failure will result.
