Assignments:
Developing awareness and an appreciation of the multicultural dimensions of contemporary society is a theme which is woven throughout this course.  Consequently, multicultural awareness is a theme which permeates each of the course requirements.  

During the first three weeks of the course, a list of social studies/literacy themes will be presented in the classroom.  Students will be assigned a theme and a group.  There will be no more than five students in any group.  The theme will be the group’s singular focus throughout this course.  It will be your group’s responsibility to develop a thorough understanding of this theme and to share what you are learning with your peers in this class.  It is the expectation of this instructor that you will utilize this theme in all of your written assignments and progressively deepen your expertise in the interdisciplinary approach to lesson planning, instruction, and assessment, within the larger context of integrated social studies/literacy course.

Social Studies and Literacy Standards: In small groups, students will investigate the national and state standards using the appropriate Web Sites.  Each group will make a brief ten (10) minute presentation in class demonstrating how the standards are integrated to target the expectations of a middle level grade of choice.

Social Studies Themes and Six Modes of Literacy – Making Connections with two tasks:  In small groups, students will work collaboratively to explore the six modes of literacy and social studies themes.  Each group is responsible for designing and presenting to the class, two integrated Social Studies/Literacy tasks.  The group will select a grade level and a theme (e.g. 1st grade “family’, 2nd grade “communities”) while making meaningful connections to NCSS and NCTE standards.

The following criteria should be followed:

1. Identify the SS/Lit standards used and the appropriate grade level

2. Describe the two tasks and include active participation

3. Actively engage the class (whole group or a small group)
4. Ensure that there are some reading materials – chapter book, passages, etc.

Social Studies/ Literacy Tools: Each group will construct and present in class one tool that integrates Social Studies/Literacy: writing process, storyboard, book boxes strategy, literature diorama, or poem.

Thematic Unit Portfolio:  Each group will develop a one-week interdisciplinary thematic unit portfolio focusing on social studies and literacy.  An integral part of the unit lessons is the social studies/literacy content integration.  Global awareness, sustainability, multiculturalism and, technology components should be weaved through the unit.  Identifying a grade of choice, each group should design five lesson plans focusing on the social studies strands (social, political, history, economics, and geography) and include at least four trade books that enhance the understanding of the social studies theme.  The use of authentic props is a desired but not mandatory component of the lesson implementation. 

Guidelines:  Purchase a three-ringed hard covered binder/file.  Make dividers or labeled tabs to organize your materials.  Make dividers for the following topics:  Unit Components – Table of Contents, Introduction, Rationale, National and State Standards, Concept Web, Assessment Strategies, Lesson plans, Resources, Parent Involvement, Technology Resources, Book List – Children’s books, and Teacher Resources Books.  This binder will be collected and graded as your Unit Portfolio.

One Group Lesson Implementation: Each group will develop five lessons based on the five content strands for inclusion in the unit portfolio: history, economics, social, political, geography, and literacy skills. Subject integration (math, science, art, physical education) should be evident in these lessons.  Each group will implement one lesson of their choice during a thirty (30) minute micro-teach session followed by peer feedback and self reflection on the lesson.  The University of Scranton lesson planning model will be used for all the lessons.  One of these lesson plans must include a cooperative learning lesson plan.

Individual students will design and implement an integrated social studies/literacy lesson of their choice during a thirty (30) micro-teach session followed by feedback from two peers and the instructor. When the Middle Level program was created in 2008-2009, appropriate submission of revisions for EDUC 349 to become EDUC 373 was overlooked in the original proposal.  Changing the course number, title, and course description will more accurately identify the course as a middle level course and reflect the content that the students will learn; that is, Middle Level, Gr 4-8, versus Elementary, Gr K-8.





When EDUC 349 was created, it merged two Elementary Education three-credit courses to form one four-credit Elementary Education course.  In the Middle Level program, the heavy concentration of content area coursework allows for EDUC 373 to be a three-credit course in how to teach the Social Studies and Literacy content areas.  EDUC 373 provides 3 of the 6 credits that Pennsylvania Department of Education guidelines suggest dedicating to methodology coursework.  EDUC 372 Integrated Methods: Middle Level Math/Science provides the other 3 of 6 credits.





By making these changes, the students enrolled in the Middle Level program will have EDUC 373 listed on their transcripts as a Middle Level methods course, thus facilitating their certification.  The course title will more accurately reflect that Middle Level students learned how to teach students in Grades 4-8.
