Current - This course for educators is designed to meet the following goals: 1. To know how computers operate; 2. To develop ability to use the computer; 3. To become aware of some of the applications of computers; 4. To understand the rudiments of the LOGO computer language. a language commonly available for microcomputers which promotes structural programming characterized by top-down design with step-wise refinement through modularization. 


Proposed- This course prepares the pre- and in-service professional educator with a working knowledge of computer architecture and how to use the computer with common applications to enhance effective classroom instruction and management.  Considerations will cover the advantages and disadvantages of computer use as well as legal responsibilities.  Additionally, an outcome of  this course will be to produce a draft of the exit electronic portfolio required for program completion. 
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
