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Reduce the credits of this lab from 2 credits to 1 credit





We propose to reduce the credits of both semesters of the Electronic Circuits Lab (Electronic Circuits I Lab EE343L and Electronic Circuits II Lab EE344L) from 2 credits each to 1 credit each.  We will then reallocate those two credits from the lab courses to the second semester lecture course, Electronics Circuits II (EE344) which is presently a 1 credit lecture.  This will return the Electronic Circuits II (EE344) lecture to a traditional 3 credit lecture as it was several years ago.  Having taught this Electronic Circuits II lecture as a 1 credit course for the last couple of years, I have found this class time is inadequate to present all the necessary topics in this critical engineering subject.  Reducing the lab credit hours from 2 credits (a 3 hour lab) to 1 credit ( a 2 hour lab) will not short change the lab experience in any significant way.  





This change will dramatically improve the core curriculum by providing the students with a much better Electronics experience with only a slight reallocation of credit hours.  





In order to keep the students total credit hours to 17 cr. a semester in their junior year, we propose to move the 1 credit Phys. Ed requirement from their Spring semester junior year to their Fall semester junior year.  I have contacted David Hair who is the director of this department (email 1/14/08) and he wrote that as long as the students meet their 3 credit Phys Ed requirement (which they do) then he sees no reason to oppose the change.
