Program Change Proposal for combined BS/MS Special Education Program

Proposal: The combined BS/MS Special Education Program is required to take EFND 516, Advanced Educational Psychology. This course is offered only in spring and students will do their Special Education student teaching in spring. The proposal is that they have a choice to take EFND 521, Advanced Foundations of Education or EFND 516, Advanced Educational Psychology. Other combined programs give the choice between the two courses.  Special Education students have 100% pass rate on PRAXIS. 
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Students will be given the option of taking EFND 516 Advanced Educational Psychology or EFND 521 Advanced Foundations of Education.





Students often must take EFND 516 Advanced Educational Psychology when they are doing their student teaching in spring. It is only offered in spring. At this time students in special education have 100% pass rate in PRAXIS II. EFND 521 Advanced Foundations of Education is offered several times during the year and can also be taken on line. Other 5th year programs have the option of choosing between the two courses.
