Course Description:

The course is designed for students for whom English is a second or additional language.  The intention of the course is to guide ESL students in developing academic English discourse in a university setting.  The course will focus on reading and writing skills and strategies necessary for university course work as well as dominant mores and characteristics of U.S. culture.  Points of cultural interest will include political, economic, historical, and social environment of the United States. 
Objectives:
Students will:

1. increase English proficiency skills in speaking, listening, reading, writing

2. adapt to demands of academic discourse in a second language

3. develop analytic capabilities to discern how English differs from their first language

4. develop skills of critical, active reading in English

5. improve writing skills required of U.S. university students

6. become familiar with elements of U.S. culture and background references that appear in course lectures and assigned readings.

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This course is designed in response to serious academic problems encountered by some of our international students in particular, who have the required TOEFL score for admission, but who may have limited ability to engage adequately in college work, requiring substantial reading and writing in academic English. Furthermore, the University now has a 3 + 1 agreement with Henan University in China, meaning that their students will have the option of completely their 4th year here. As a result, we expect to see an increase in the need for this course sequence.
