Course Requirements/Expectations:

Conduct of the course:  The course format will include lecture, interactive activities, reading assignments, written assignments, lesson plans and demonstrations, and small group projects.  For group projects, students will collaborate with a partner or team, as assigned.  Collaborative activities may require meetings outside of class hours and may involve cooperative grading and peer assessment.

General Assignments:  quizzes, written assignments, outside readings and reviews, lesson plans, class discussions, and research project.

Research project: 
Choose a relevant topics, such as the ones listed below.  Do a search for articles related to the topic that address the same aspect of the topic, but provide various perspectives.  Select 5 – 6 articles.  Read and summarize all the articles, then write an annotated bibliography from your readings.  Include an analysis and synthesis of what you find as well as a commentary on how this issue impacts your specific area of study.  The total write up should be approximately 6 pages (double spaced).
