Add MATH 204 Special Topics of Statistics





During third year of EXSC curriculum, students have a choice of cognates:  EDUC 120 Applied Statistics or PSYC 210 Statistics in the Behavioral Sciences.





The request is to add MATH 204 to the offerings that will meet the cognate requirement 





With loss of the faculty member who taught multiple sections of EDUC 120 and a limited number of seats in PSYC 210, a course that meets the needs of the students within EXSC was needed.  After careful review by the EXSC faculty, it was determined that MATH 204 meets this need.

















The Mathematics department will see an increase in the number of students electing to enroll in MATH 204.
