This is a GE course that has not been offered due to the need to cover basic Italian offerings. At the same time, Virginia Picchietti has given readers and independent studies to upper division students doing a minor. What other institutions are doing is offering a GE course in English (to meet D, CL and/or W) on a topic of interest to students. Language students take the course, do all their readings and writing in the target language, and meet once a week with the professor for a discussion in the target language of that week's materials. This would increase options for GE, and for Italian students, while providing Virginia with interesting material without offering a reader with an additional preparation.��This is called either FLAC --Foreign Languages Across the Curriculum--or LxC--Languages across the curriculum--and is being done by very prestigious institutions across the country.
