Our program designed for the new Middle Level Education majors was designed with existing courses in mind pending approval and implementation.  Now that it has been approved some minor changes to the course catalog descriptions and prerequisites for our lower division courses are necessary to (a) provide more flexibility in scheduling and (b) meet the standards and recommendations of the NCTM and PDE for training middle school teachers, in particular with regard to Problem Solving mathematics.
