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MGT 501, Responsibility, Sustainability & Justice, will be moved from being near the end of the MBA program to being at or near the beginning of the MBA program.  MBA students will be required to take MGT 501 as one of their first three courses.  This eliminates the requirement for students to have first taken eight (8) extending courses as a pre-requisite for this course.  The course will be revised to be taught at a more elementary level.  





The Management/Marketing Department believes that by placing this course first or very early in the program, MBA students will begin with a broader and more Jesuit/Ignatian perspective about business before they dive into other courses.  They will also better understand the side effects businesses can have on society and the physical environment.  We will encourage KSOM faculty to include some issues, cases, ideas, etc. from this perspective in all MBA courses, helping to re-form the MBA program into a more Jesuit-oriented program than it has been.  This matches the University’s mission and can give us a distinctive advantage as we try to expand our MBA program.





We hope this change will encourage faculty to include Jesuit/Ignatian and sustainability issues and perspectives throughout the MBA curriculum.  This change will affect no other curriculum.
