Proposed Learning Activities 

1. Plan, implement, and evaluate a classroom presentation, applying evidenced-based  strategies 

a. With the preceptor, the student will choose a topic for classroom presentation and will facilitate a 50-minute learning experience in the classroom setting. 

b. The student will develop objectives for the teaching session and plan strategies that appeal to students with various learning styles.

c. The student will develop and evaluate examination questions that assess student learning and attainment of objectives. 

d. The student will evaluate strengths and limitations of the experience as recorded on videotape and written feedback from students. 

2. Evaluate students in the clinical setting using evidenced-based strategies 

a. The student will assist the preceptor in conducting undergraduate clinical experiences. 

b. The student will identify undergraduate students’ strengths and limitations in the areas of preparation and application of theory to practice, performance of nursing skills and procedures, and interaction with patients and staff. 

c. The student will complete written evaluations of the undergraduate students’ clinical performance, including clinical progress notes, mid-term, and final evaluations. 

3. Choose one of the following 

1. Evaluate and write a critique of a student paper 

2. Develop a continuing education presentation for 1 CEU utilizing American Nurses Association or PA Nurses Association guidelines and format 

3. Develop and deliver an instructional strategy in a non-traditional medium

4. Formulate a personal philosophy of nursing education

a. The student will discuss and reflect upon experiences during seminars and with the preceptor 

b. The student will identify and articulate (in writing) a beginning personal philosophy of nursing education
