Title: N574 Advanced Applications in Adult Health Nursing II 

Credits: 1½ credits; (188 hours of clinical practicum) 

Description: Clinical application of the theoretical principles of adult health nursing related to the care of the chronically ill.  Students utilize all aspects of the nursing process in the provision of nursing care at an advanced level.  Clinical practicum is designed to facilitate the development of advanced assessment skills and clinical expertise in caring for a specific chronically ill adult population.  Students are required to complete 188 hours of clinical practicum.

Objectives: Upon completion of this course, the student will:


1.  Develop advanced clinical competencies in the care of a specific population of chronically ill adults.


2.  Incorporate advanced nursing practice knowledge into the plan of care for a specific population of chronically ill adults. 


3.  Utilize critical thinking skills to formulate clinical decisions consistent with advanced practice knowledge for the care of chronically ill adults.


4.  Develop expertise in formulating and presenting case studies to individuals and groups. 


5.  Incorporate research into practice. 


6.  Collaborate with members of the health care team in the delivery of services to chronically ill adults.

Teaching Methods: Clinical practicum and weekly seminar conference discussions.  Seminar presentation.

Methods of Evaluation: Course is graded pass/fail based on the evaluation of the faculty member and clinical preceptor following completion of the 188 hours of clinical practicum. In addition, each student must submit to the clinical seminar instructor a completed preceptor and self evaluation.  All evaluations must be signed by both the student and preceptor, verifying joint review by both individuals. The clinical instructor will make pre-arranged site visits to students in the clinical setting.  Each student must also participate in clinical seminar and in conjunction with a classmate prepare a scholarly presentation on an assigned topic.  Topic choices are: Bioterriorism*; Nosocomial Infections*; Alcohol and Substance Abuse*; Evidence-based Medicine.  Students will work in groups of two for the presentations.  The presentation will be given during seminar and should be about 30 minutes in length.

The rationale for the proposed change is to be consistent with eligibility requirements for clinical nurse specialist national certification.  The national certification corporation requires that student precepted clinical time be reflective of varied aspects of the role of the adult health clinical nurse specialist.
