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Change in course description					





(Prerequisite, MBA 504C) This course focuses on the design, operation, and control of supply chains in the global context.  Topics include: supply chain strategy, risk pooling and inventory placement, distribution systems, network design and transportation, strategies for managing product variety, supply chain coordination, revenue management, and decision support systems for supply chain operations.  Issues specific to global sourcing, and risk management in international supply chains will be explored.





Designation as an “international” course.








The growing trend towards the global sourcing of materials and production has made the study of the opportunities, challenges, and risks faced in utilizing international supply chains an important topic for business students.  The proposed revision to the catalog description makes explicit the coverage of these topics in OM 540, and justifies the inclusion of this course as one of the designated “international” courses in the MBA curriculum.
