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The Department of Occupational Therapy seeks approval to offer its students two (2) separate options for completing the newly revised “research” requirements mandated by the American Council of Occupational Therapy Education (ACOTE). ACOTE serves as the accreditation body of the American Occupational Therapy Association (AOTA). 


 


Students will be able to choose either Track #1 or Track #2.  





Track #1 will remove the individual MS Thesis requirement from OT 493. 


The resulting course will become--OT 393-Research Methods in Occupational Therapy. Additionally, the following new course(s) will be added to Track #1: OT 497-Evidence-Based Research; OT 597/OT 598-Faculty Research Internship; and OT 530/540 (PCPS 540/541)-Allied Health Seminar Series. 





Track #2 is similar to our existing research curriculum with a few changes noted -- OT 393 will substitute OT 493 and be paired with one new course—


OT 400-Applied Scientific Inquiry (research proposal & proposal defense). This course will prepare the student to conduct an individual Master’s Thesis during their 5th year in program as partial fulfillment of MS Degree in OT. 








The Department of Occupational Therapy has been actively involved in collecting and reviewing Program Evaluation Data and Student Outcomes from multiple sources regarding the content, sequence, and timing of courses within our curriculum design. The following information supports the decision to revise and broaden the series of courses that make up the Research Curriculum in Occupational Therapy:





The new ACOTE Standards become effective January, 2008. However, the current Seniors and Juniors need to transition into the new course offerings in Fall, 2007 to maintain compliance. 


The new OT Standards allow for increased flexibility in meeting the research requirements needed for entry-level OT practice.  ACOTE Standard B.8.7. (2008) allows students to complete an individual research project; or work on a small group research project; or actively partake in a Faculty-led Research Project. 


The requirement to complete an independent Master’s Thesis is optional for OT programs. Although, a small number of Faculty have successfully mentored 120 individual OT master’s theses from 2002-2007, the shift in focus from student-centered research to faculty-led research will increase the scholarly productivity of OT Faculty (needed for Rank & Tenure). The new ACOTE Standards have increased the need to demonstrate competencies in Evidence-Based Research given its central role in clinical decision-making in allied health and educational environments.


The addition of an Allied Health Seminar Series will allow the OT & PT Programs an opportunity to offer joint seminars that enhance interdisciplinary education and training. The PT Program currently embeds these seminars in their curriculum to provide students with exposure to highly specialized services and emerging practice areas. Additionally, these seminars are an excellent use of adjunct faculty and master clinicians.    


The OT students will be able to choose from a variety of options that best meet their individual needs, interests, and scheduling demands.  This process encourages students to reflect on their own professional development and encourages life-long learning. 


Students continue to have the option of completing an individual Master’s Thesis. Also, Students who begin the Master’s Thesis 


	(Track #2) can opt out after the Fall semester and still be able to finish 	the requirements in Track #1


The Department of Psychology has recommended that the OT students take PSYC 210 in the Fall semester just prior to the Research Methods course in Spring semester. This allows application within a short period of time and improves retention of statistical concepts.

The changes will require the OT Department to eliminate one (1) cognate course:


HAD 112 - Health Systems. This introductory overview (currently taken in the junior year) does not meet our needs under the new Standards.





The new ACOTE Standards require OT students to differentiate among the contexts of healthcare, education, community, and social systems as they relate to the practice of occupational therapy. We must document that students have completed experiential fieldwork in non-traditional and/or emerging practice areas in the field. Given the rapid transformation in the field of occupational therapy, the Department has determined that integrating this content material into existing OT practice courses (pediatrics; psychosocial; physical dysfunctions, geriatrics; community-based practice) makes the best pedagogical sense.
