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We will add Bio 110; 110L; 111; & 111L to our sophomore level OT courses. The current college catalog does not list any prerequisites for Fall sophomore courses and the Bio labs are not listed for Spring sophomore classes. There is an “unwritten” policy that OT students must pass BIO 110, etc. but it is not reflected in the undergraduate catalog.  All other prerequisites listed involve only OT Courses.








The changes will ensure that high academic standards are not eroded in the OT Program.





Our curriculum design is based on the premise that students have a solid knowledge base in both liberal arts & science education. The OT curriculum reflects a systematic progression of learning objectives in which more advanced concepts, behaviors, and skills are naturally assimilated upon fundamentals and previously acquired abilities. Our students, (especially transfer students trying to shorten the length of their program of studies or students that were required to retake a course) have attempted to combine different levels of OT courses—this has negatively impacted their learning experience and student outcomes. Technically, we have no way to prevent students from registering for higher level courses.
