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OT 240: Activity Analysis I is the first in a two course sequence (OT 240: Activity analysis I and OT 241: Activity Analysis II).  OT 240; Activity Analysis I is a 3 credit course. The Department of Occupational Therapy is requesting a re-distribution of the lecture and laboratory hours associated with this course. Currently, students enrolled in OT 240 participate in 1 hour of lecture and 4 hours of laboratory per week. The department of Occupational Therapy is requesting that this be revised to 2 hours of lecture and 2 hours of laboratory per student per week. OT 240 will remain a 3 credit course. 





The proposed 2 hour lecture/2 hour laboratory structure for OT 240: Activity Analysis I is consistent with other 3 credit courses in the major that have lecture and laboratory components. These include: OT 275: Clinical Kinesiology; OT 356: Functional Neuroanatomy; OT 360: Occupational Therapy Practice I – Pediatrics; OT 361: Occupational Therapy Practice II – Psychosocial Rehabilitation; OT 460: Occupational Therapy Practice III: Physical Rehabilitation; OT 461: Occupational Therapy IV – Geriatrics; and OT 575: Community Based Practice. 





The Accreditation Standards For a Master’s- Degree- Level Educational Program for the Occupational Therapist (effective 2008) in combination with the adoption of the Occupational Therapy Practice Framework (2008) have prompted the integration of concepts and experiences that form the foundation of learning in OT 240 into subsequent and higher level courses. Utilization of the concepts of activity analysis, and the integration of the Occupational Therapy Practice Framework and clinical reasoning can be found in assignments which require students to plan and implement treatment in the Junior, Senior and Graduate years. No critical content will be lost as a result of this revision.  





Additionally, the proposed credit re-distribution should allow Sophomore students more flexibility in scheduling core courses.
