(Pre-requisite:  Phys 140.  Co-requisite: MATH 221) Calculus-based introduction to physics covering waves of sound and light, superposition, interference, geometrical and ray optics, electrostatics, electric field, electric potential, current, capacitance, resistance, circuits, magnetic field, magnetic force, and induced emf. Three hours lecture plus two hours laboratory.   





Current catalog description is one extremely general description that covers both semesters of courses and their labs (Phys 140-Phys 140L-Phys 141-Phys 141L).  This causes confusion as to specific topics covered in the individual courses (Phys 140 versus Phys 141), and causes difficulties for students who want this course to transfer either into or out of The University of Scranton.
