Change in deadlines for graduate students to submit passing Praxis II scores for student
teaching
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Due to the nature of when students can take the Praxis II exam, the proposal is that graduate students have a different deadline to submit the required Praxis II scores for student teaching. They would still submit the regular application for student teaching by the already established dates. For graduate students who want to teach in the Spring, we propose that they have a January 1 deadline to submit passing Praxis II scores.  For graduate students who want to teach in the Fall, we propose they have an August 1 deadline for submission of passing Praxis II scores.  





This proposal allows for maximum exposure to the Praxis testing schedule and allows for graduate students to complete the last semester of classes prior to taking the exam.  We still have enough time with the new proposed deadlines to place them in or remove them from the appropriate term for student teaching.
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Passing Praxis II scores and the application to student teach due by March 1 to student teach in the fall.  Passing Praxis II scores and the application due by October 1 to student teach in the spring.





Applications to student teach in the fall would be due March 1.  Passing Praxis II scores would be due by August 1 in order to student teach in the fall.  Applications to student teach in the spring would be due October 1.  Passing Praxis II scores would be due January 1 in order to student teach in the spring.
