Taking PS 240 in the sophomore year better prepares students for upper level courses than taking in their junior year and the American Political Science Association Teaching and Learning Conference recommends taking the research class as soon as possible.  (and the grid is currently wrong in that it shows a second GE Quantitative course; PS 240 is the only Quantitative course required by PS majors.)


The cognate already has 12 credits of specified coursework.  By re-labeling the Elective Cognate credits as Free Electives, and deleting the footnote about suggested cognate courses, students can more easily construct a second major or minor(s) in the Free Elective Area.
