PS 480 (Political Science Internship I) and PS 481 (Political Science
Internship II) currently are worth 3 credits each. The PS Department
recommends changing both PS 480 and PS 481 to a variable 3-6 credits
each.

These two courses were established to accommodate students’ earning
academic credit for the completion of an approved internship in a
political science setting. In the past, such an internship generally would
expect students to work at the internship site part-time (8-16 hours/week,
for a total of at least 120 hours/semester). The PS Department
recommends the change to a variable 3-6 credits to accommodate
students who may choose to enroll in a formal, semester-long internship
program in Washington, D.C., which would demand their working at the
internship site full-time (36-40 hours/week, approximately 540
hours/semester).

Will the revision have an impact on the core curriculum? x No 0OYes (indicate impact)
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PS 480 and PS 481 are available for student enrollment every semester, but students
only enroll in one or the other if they are completing an actual internship; thus the
enrollment in each of these two courses varies, depending on the number students
formally engaged in an approved Political Science internship. There are never more
than a couple of students registered for PS 480 and/or PS 481 in any given semester.
Although these two courses are utilized predominantly by Political Science majors who

‘are completing Political Science internships in any given semester, neither precludes
the enrollment of a non-major, if such a student is completing an approved Political
Science internship. While majors typically use PS 480 and/or PS 481 as major
electives, non-majors can use these credits in their Free Area.

Indicate below the impact and response of affected programs/concentrations/tracks

Allowing students—in the Political Science major or outside of the Political Science
major—to participate in a full-time, semester-long internship program, in which they
would be eligible to receive 3-6 credits under auspices of PS 480 and/or PS 481, only
enhances the academic curriculum in which they already are enrolled. The faculty of
the Political Science Department unanimously approves such an enhancement to the
Department’s curriculum.
