COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to instruct the learner in advanced patient-management skills including: ICU and critical care equipment management, and wound care including sharps debridement. Laboratory exposure for demonstration and practice of all techniques is provided. 1 hour lecture and 2 hours lab per week.

Describe and demonstrate proper application of modalities that may facilitate wound healing and debridement including: sharp debridement, electrical stimulation, hyperbaric oxygen and vacuum- assisted closure, maggot therapy, pulsed lavage, High Volt Galvanic Electrical Stimulation, ultraviolet light, Total Contact Casting, Monochromatic Infrared Energy, Pulsed Electromagnetic Energy (CC-5.39g,h,i)

Describe different types of topical agents/ dressings and the corresponding indications and contraindications. (CC-5.39g)

6.   Demonstrate appropriate application of different types of dressings and topical agents (CC-5.39g)

Explain and demonstrate the indications and rationale for pressure relieving devices, beds, cushions and adaptive devices. (CC-5.39e,g)

8.  Describe new technologies in wound care including but not limited to: bioengineered skin and growth factors. (CC-5.39g)
9.  Describe reimbursement issues related to wound care.  (CC-5.58)

10. Define normal and abnormal lab values.
