This is a one (1) credit course that DPT (Doctor of Physical Therapy) students are required to take in the spring of DPT year two and again in fall of DPT year three for a total of two (2) credits. This course was initially designed as part of the MPT (Master of Physical Therapy) degree to fill needs in advanced areas that the faculty felt may not have been adequately covered in other parts of the curriculum. The actual topics (for example, wound care, sports PT, aquatic PT, etc.) varied according to need. The DPT curriculum is 117 credits completely at the graduate level and covers a great deal more than was covered in the MPT degree. Deleting this course requirement would reduce the credit 


total for the DPT to 115 credits. Therefore, the faculty when evaluating the curriculum for CAPTE (Commission on Accreditation in Physical Therapy Education), determined that there was no longer a need for these courses in the DPT. In lieu of these course students will encouraged to participated in professional continuing education and/or state and national meetings sponsored by the American Physical Therapy Association or a similarly recognized professional organizations.








DPT students take all their classes at the graduate level and have no classes in other deprtments. Therefore, there is no impact on other departments.
