Final internships provide advanced opportunities for integration, application and synthesis of professional competencies.  Experiences lead to determination of entry-level competence. Internship III must be successfully completed before participating in Internship IV; both must be completed successfully prior to graduation from the program.  Graded S/U.








The original course description was written during the development stages of the DPT curriculum. It was determined that a modification of the course description was necessary to better reflect the course content and grading format.





CURRENT CATALOG COURSE DESCRIPTION:


These are the culminating two 8 week, full-time clinical internships which introduce additional practice settings for the practice of physical therapy and provide the advanced opportunities for integration, application and synthesis of current professional competencies into direct patient care using problem solving strategies occur during the spring semester of the third year in the professional program.   These experiences further progress the process of professional socialization and the cultivation of interpersonal skills, clinical decision making, self-assessment, proactive learning, and development of personal values, attitudes and motivations in relationship to ethical, legal and moral practice, with the expectation that students have reached entry level clinical practice performance. These experiences promote independence and proficiency in the areas of patient examination, evaluation, goal setting, program planning, intervention implementation, clinical decision making and administrative planning.  Through interactions with patients and other healthcare disciplines, students will have the opportunity to integrate academic coursework into a variety of patient settings. These rotations may be completed in an acute care hospital, subacute rehabilitation unit, outpatient center, skilled nursing facility, rehabilitative center or specialty area.  Internship IIIa must be successfully completed before participating in Internship IIIb.
