2) Replace COMM 318 Multi-Media Presentations major elective with COMM 322 Advanced Television Production.


3) Replace MIT 310 E-Research: Information Skills and Strategies major elective with MIT 313 The Internet Cultural Revolution











The number of students impacted by the COMM change is relatively small. It is unlikely that additional sections of courses will be offered as a result of this change.





The MIT 310/313 change would require library faculty time. The deans of CAS and the library have agreed to provide compensation to those faculty.
