May have a small impact on other department’s enrollments: Up to 6 credits of approved coursework in other languages may now be applied to the German Cultural Studies Major.  To date, “German Philosophy” has been developed and proposed in conjunction with faculty in the Philosophy Department. (It is still awaiting FSCC approval).  Other courses will be approved if the director of the German Cultural Studies Major determines that they contain sufficient German content and if the responsible department is willing to offer a given course on a regular basis.

The existing major offers insufficient opportunities for students to complete advanced electives without recourse to readers and independent study.  Rotating thematic courses on a three-year basis will allow students who begin at the intermediate level to take different advanced courses each semester during their four-year program.  In order to widen the field of critical inquiry for students with a range of academic and professional interests in German, the advanced courses will emphasize the diversity of German language cultural perspectives by foregrounding cultural texts that include but are not limited to literature and film.





“German Major” should be changed to “German Cultural Studies Major”.  The new major, with its strong cultural component, is in line with national trends and will better serve the needs of the student population at the University of Scranton.  Additionally, up to six credits of approved coursework with sufficient German content in other disciplines will be accepted toward the major.
